LOCATION AGREEMENT TEMPLATE 

This Location Agreement is made as of [DATE], by and between [PRODUCER], located at [ADDRESS] ("Producer"), and [NAME OF LOCATION] (“Licensor”), for the use of the property and adjacent area located at [LOCATION ADDRESS] (“Location”) in connection with a film currently entitled [FILM TITLE] (the “Film”).
1.
Grant of License 
Producer and Producer’s employees, representatives, agents, contractors, and invitees (together, the “Production Team”) are hereby granted a license to use and depict the interiors, exteriors, name, and surroundings of the Location, including all signage and ornamentation, for the purposes of rehearsing, photographing, filming, and recording scenes and sounds for the Film (the “License”). The License shall include the right of the Production Team to bring personnel, sets, props, and equipment onto Location, and to remove the same from Location after completion of work, provided that doing so does not cause undue damage or harm to the Location and that the Production Team returns the Location to its original condition at the termination of this Agreement, normal wear and tear excepted. 
2.
Time of Access
The License shall grant the Production Team access to the Location for the period commencing on or about [DATE USE OF PROPERTY WILL BEGIN] and continuing until [DATE USE WILL END]. The period may be extended by agreement of the parties if there are changes in the production schedule or delays due to weather conditions. The Production Team shall also be permitted access to the Location for a reasonable time period following the above end date as necessary to film re-takes and/or added scenes.
3.
Consideration

Producer shall remit compensation to Licensor in the form of [INSERT AGREED-UPON CONSIDERATION]. Both parties agree that this constitutes adequate consideration to support the rights granted to Producer by Licensor herein. For purposes of this paragraph, “consideration” means something of value to which Licensor is not already entitled.
4.
Ownership of Intellectual Property Rights
Ownership of the Film, all audio and video recordings, images, derivatives, sequels, versions, results, and proceeds thereof, all materials used in production, and all work product created or developed in connection with the Film belong exclusively to Producer. Producer shall own all right, title, and interest to the Film, including, without limitation, worldwide copyrights, moral rights, patents, trademarks, rights of publicity, and any and all other such rights of whatever kind, and the right to obtain registrations, renewals, reissues, and extensions of the same. Consistent with those rights, Producer may use, copy, publish, reproduce, distribute, assign, edit, abridge, or alter the Film or any portion thereof in Producer’s sole and absolute discretion, without any further obligation, notice, or compensation to Licensor. Nothing contained herein shall be deemed to obligate Producer or any other entity to develop, produce, distribute or otherwise exploit the Film or to utilize the Location in any way.  
5.
Editorial and Artistic Control

Producer retains sole and absolute discretion with regard to the appearance and use of the Location in the Film, including the right to obscure or change the name, nature, or identity of the Location for storytelling or artistic purposes.
6.
Confidentiality

The Film and all materials related thereto and any information, works in progress, images, recordings, and other work product related to the Film and to any other business or projects of Producer constitute the confidential information of Producer. Neither Licensor nor any representative, agent, invitee, or resident of the Location shall use, copy, or disclose in any format or manner, including social media, any such confidential information unless such use, copying, or disclosure has been preauthorized in writing by Producer. 
7.
Indemnification

Producer agrees to indemnify and hold harmless Licensor from and against any and all liabilities, damages, and claims of third parties arising from the Production Team’s use of the Location, and from any physical damage to the Location proximately caused by the Production Team, unless such liabilities, damages, or claims arise from Licensor's own negligent or intentional acts or omissions or from Licensor’s breach of the warranties set forth in this Agreement. Licensor releases and discharges the Production Team from any and all claims, demands, or causes of actions that Licensor may now have or may from now on have for libel, defamation, invasion of privacy or right of publicity, infringement of copyright or trademark, or violation of any other right arising out of or relating to the Production Team’s use of the Location in connection with the Film.
8.
Entire Agreement

This Agreement represents the entire agreement of the parties hereto relating to the subject matter hereof, and any prior agreements, promises, negotiations, or representations, whether oral or written, not expressly set forth in this Agreement are of no force and effect. This Agreement may be modified only by a writing signed by both parties.

9.
Governing Law

This Agreement shall take effect under and be governed by the laws of the State of [STATE WHERE PRODUCER IS LOCATED].

Authority

The undersigned warrants and represents that s/he has the full right and authority to grant the License, and that the exercise by Producer of the rights granted in this Agreement shall not violate or infringe upon the rights of any person or entity whatsoever, or create any liability of any kind.
