PERFORMER AGREEMENT TEMPLATE FOR CAST MEMBERS

1.
Provision of Services

Producer hereby engages Performer to render services in the role of [ROLE] in the film currently entitled “[FILM TITLE]” (the “Film”). 2.
Non-Union Film [OPTIONAL]
Producer makes the material representation that it is not a signatory to the Screen Actors Guild collective bargaining agreement or any other union or guild agreement.  Performer warrants that Performer is not a member of any union or guild memberships that would prevent Performer from working on the Film.
3.
Consideration
Upon the condition that Performer fully performs all services and material obligations required hereunder, Producer shall pay Performer, as full and complete consideration for Performer’s appearance, portrayal, artistic contributions, efforts, and services, and all results and proceeds thereof (the “Performance”), the total sum of [DOLLAR AMOUNT]. This sum represents all financial obligations of Producer to Performer, including services rendered on nights, weekends, and/or holidays, re-takes and re-shoots, sound dubbing and post-production voice work, filming for trailers, previews, and special releases, promotional appearances, transportation and travel, food, lodging, and all miscellaneous and incidental expenses. Producer further agrees to provide Contractor with a digital copy of the completed Film.
4.
Credit

Producer shall accord Performer the following screen credit on the Film: [SCREEN CREDIT]. All aspects of such credit, including but not limited to placement, size, type, and duration, shall be determined by Producer in Producer’s sole discretion. 

5.
Name and Likeness
Performer irrevocably and voluntarily grants Producer the unrestricted right in perpetuity to record, reproduce, edit, alter, license, exhibit, distribute, display, promote, publicize, commercialize, add special effects and/or sound to, and otherwise make use of the Performance and of Performer’s name, image, likeness, voice, biographical information, and other elements or attributes of Performer’s persona or appearance in connection with the Film in any manner, media, and format now known or hereafter devised, in Producer’s sole and absolute discretion. Nothing contained herein shall obligate Producer or any other entity to develop, produce, distribute, or otherwise exploit the Performance or the Film in any way, to use Performer’s name or likeness in any version of the Film, or to include Performer in promotional activities and efforts for the Film.
6.
Ownership of Intellectual Property; Work-For Hire

Performer acknowledges and agrees that the Performance is a work-for-hire under the United States Copyright Act in effect as of the date of this Agreement, notwithstanding any changes, modifications, or amendments which may hereafter be made to said Act. Performer further acknowledges and agrees that the Film, all derivatives, sequels, and versions of the Film, all Performer’s contributions thereto, all materials used in the production of the Film, including master media and outtakes, all results and proceeds of the Film, and all work product created or developed and services rendered by Performer in connection with the Film are created for exclusive use by Producer. Producer shall own all right, title, and interest to the Film and to any ideas, improvements, developments, and other contributions by Performer to the Film, including, without limitation, worldwide copyrights, moral rights, patents, trademarks, rights of publicity, and any and all other such rights of whatever kind, and the right to obtain registrations, renewals, reissues, and extensions of the same. Consistent with those rights, Producer may use, copy, publish, reproduce, distribute, choose not to distribute, assign, alter, or destroy the Film or any portion thereof in Producer’s sole and absolute discretion, without notice or further compensation to Performer. Performer shall acquire no right and has no authority to use the names, characters, artwork, designs, tradenames, copyrighted materials, trademarks, or service marks of Producer in any manner to express or to imply any ownership interests in the Film or any endorsement by Producer of Performer or Performer’s Services. 

7.
Editorial and Artistic Control
Performer waives any right to interfere with or to prevent the exercise of Producer’s sole and absolute discretion with regard to the Film, including all matters of direction, artistic taste, and judgment. It is understood and agreed that Producer shall retain content, editorial, and technical control of the Film at all times. 
8.
Confidentiality

Performer acknowledges and agrees that: (a) the Film and all materials related thereto and any information, works in progress, recordings, edits, storyboards, concepts, artwork, casting, release dates, locations, trade secrets, or other confidential matter related to the Film and to any other business or projects of Producer constitute confidential information ("Confidential Information"), and (b) that Performer shall not use, copy, or disclose to any person or entity any such Confidential Information, unless such use, copying, or disclosure is necessary to accomplish Performer's duties hereunder and has been preauthorized in writing by Producer. In keeping with Performer’s confidentiality obligations, Performer will not directly or indirectly create, circulate, publish, or otherwise disseminate any news story, article, book, social media post, image, interview, or other media concerning the Film without Producer’s prior written consent, provided, however, that Performer may use portions of the Film in which Performer appears for Performer’s demo reel. 
9.
Rules of Production
Performer agrees to adhere to the schedule set by Producer for all pre-production, production, and post-production activities, including any necessary re-shoots or re-recordings. Should any scheduling conflict or impediment to performance arise, Performer will promptly contact Producer. At all times, Performer will act in accordance with the reasonable directions of Producer and will devote Performer’s best talents, efforts, and abilities to the Film.
10.
Performer as Freelancer     
Performer is contracted exclusively on a freelance basis in connection with the Film. Should Performer retain or make use of an agent at any time during the term of this Agreement, the relationship between Producer and Performer shall not be altered in any way, nor shall either party’s rights and obligations under this Agreement be modified or transferred.
11.
 Indemnity and Warranty
Performer shall at all times comply with all applicable laws, statutes, ordinances, employment eligibility rules, license, permit, and certificate requirements, and other governmental requirements.  Performer shall indemnify and hold Producer harmless from any and all claims, causes of action, losses, damage, liabilities, costs, and expenses, including attorney fees, arising from Performer’s actions or omissions or from the actions or omissions of Performer’s agents or invitees. 
12.
Termination

Producer reserves the right to terminate this Agreement at any time, for any reason or for no reason. Performer shall be compensated for all services provided prior to termination. Producer shall retain all rights to Performer’s name, likeness, image, and any portion of the Performance performed or recorded prior to termination.
13.
Assignment

This Agreement is personal to Performer. Neither this Agreement nor any rights or duties hereunder may be assigned or delegated to any other person or entity by Performer without the prior written consent of Producer.  Any such purported assignment or subcontract shall be void.

14.
Available Remedies

In the event of any breach of this Agreement by Producer, Performer’s remedy shall be limited to an action at law for damages, if any. In no event shall Performer have the right to enjoin or interfere with the production, distribution, advertising, promotion, or exploitation of the Film or any derivatives thereof by Producer or its designees.  
15.
Entire Agreement

This Agreement represents the entire agreement of the parties hereto relating to the subject matter hereof, and any prior agreements, promises, negotiations, or representations, whether oral or written, not expressly set forth in this Agreement are of no force and effect.  This Agreement may be modified only by a writing signed by both parties.

16.
Governing Law

This Agreement shall take effect under and be governed by the laws of the State of [STATE WHERE PRODUCER IS LOCATED].

Authority
