SYNCHRONIZATION LICENSE AGREEMENT TEMPLATE

Description of the Composition

2.
Nature of License

Licensor grants to Producer the non-exclusive right and license to use, perform, reproduce, display, distribute, and publish the Composition, either for profit or not for profit, and to authorize others to use, perform, reproduce, display, distribute, and publish the Composition in synchronization or timed relationship to the Film currently titled [FILM TITLE] (“Film”).

3.
Term and Scope
This license is valid throughout the world, in all formats and languages, and for all Film-related uses, including use of the Composition in the Film, trailers, teasers, promotions, soundtracks, and all other directly integrated media in any and all formats now known or hereafter devised.. The license shall remain in effect for the entire duration of the copyright in the Composition, including all renewals and extensions thereof. 
4.
Licensing Fee 

Licensor shall be compensated a flat fee in the amount of [AMOUNT]. In addition to the flat fee, Licensor shall receive [PERCENTAGE]% of net profits earned by the Film in perpetuity [OR INSERT A FIXED TIME].

5.
Intellectual Property Rights 

This Agreement constitutes a license only, and not a transfer of ownership. Licensor shall retain 100% of the ownership rights for the Composition. Producer shall have no right or authority to make any use of the Composition not expressly authorized herein. 


6.
Relationship of Parties 

Producer and Licensor are entering into this Agreement as independent contractors, and no partnership or joint venture or other association shall be deemed created by this Agreement. 

7.
Licensor Credit 
Producer shall list Licensor as the [LYRICIST, COMPOSER, PUBLISHER] of the Composition in all instances in which credit is displayed, whether in film, digital, or print format. Placement, size, type, and duration of any screen credit shall be determined by Producer in Producer’s sole discretion. 
8.
Editorial and Artistic Control

Licensor waives any right to interfere with or to prevent the exercise of Producer’s sole and absolute discretion with regard to Producer’s use of the Composition in connection with the Film, provided that Producer does not make any change in the original lyrics or in the fundamental character of the Composition. It is understood and agreed that Producer shall retain full editorial control of the Film at all times. 

9.
Representations and Warranties 

Licensor hereby warrants and represents that Licensor is the true, correct, and current holder of the synchronization rights with respect to the Composition, and that Licensor is not subject to any obligation, contractual limitation, lien, or assignment that might prevent or materially interfere with the full grant of the license hereunder. Licensor further warrants and represents that Producer's exercise of the license shall not infringe upon or violate the rights of any person or entity. 

10.
Indemnification 

Licensor shall indemnify and hold Producer harmless from any and all claims, causes of action, losses, damage, liabilities, costs, and expenses, including attorney fees, arising from the breach of Licensor’s warranties contained in this Agreement. 

11.
No Obligation 

Producer does not represent or warrant any obligation to make the Film, release the Film or use the Composition in the Film. 

12.
Entire Agreement
This Agreement represents the entire agreement of the parties hereto relating to the subject matter hereof, and any prior agreements, promises, negotiations, or representations, whether oral or written, not expressly set forth in this Agreement are of no force and effect.  This Agreement may be modified only by a writing signed by both parties.
13.
Governing Law

This Agreement shall take effect under and be governed by the laws of the State of [STATE WHERE PRODUCER IS LOCATED].

Authority

The undersigned has full power and authority to enter into this Agreement and does so voluntarily, knowingly, and without duress.
